The Fund aims to generate liquidity and stable income by investing in a diversified portfolio of primarily short-term fixed income
instruments. The Fund aims to provide excess return over the return of the 91-day Philippine Treasury Bill, net of tax.

Investments in the said outlets were approved by the BPl Wealth’s Board of Directors. Likewise, all related party transactions
are conducted on an arm's length and best execution basis and within established limits.




OUTLOOK AND STRATEGY

Market Review. The BPI Money Market Index returned 0.39% in April, while short-term government yields rose by an average of 7
basis points (bps). Average daily trading volume for the month amounted to Php14.73 billion, lower than March’s Php19.73 billion with
trades mostly seen on the belly of the curve.

The Bureau of the Treasury (BTr) held four Treasury Bill auctions in April. During the last T-Bill auction of the month, the 91-day, 182-
day, and 364-day papers were fully awarded at average yields of 5.888%, 6.002%, and 6.080%, respectively. The average weekly
offering of BSP Bills for April fell to Php114 billion for the 28-day paper while the 56-day paper rose to Php54 billion. Over the course of
April, a total of Php767 billion worth of 28- and 56-day BSP Bills were issued at weighted average yields of 6.693% and 6.690%,
respectively.

In the local space, March headline inflation rose further by 3.7% year-on-year from the previous month’s 3.4%. Food, transport, and
restaurants were the main driver of inflation, with rice prices reporting 24.4% increase year-on-year, fastest pace since 2009. Despite
the recent spike in prices, inflation print managed to stay within the central bank’s 2 to 4% target range. During the recent Monetary
Board meeting, the BSP held their policy rate steady at 6.5% after a higher inflation figure. The central bank also revised their 2024
risk-adjusted inflation forecast from 3.9% to 4.0% as risks to inflation remain tilted to the upside.

Fund Performance. The Fund returned 0.41% during the month, 1 basis point behind the benchmark.

Fund Strategy. The Fund favors the safety of shorter-dated securities and time deposits. Expectations of interest rates staying
elevated may help maintain current portfolio yield.

(&) Tradable fixed-income instruments issued or guaranteed by the Philippine government or the BSP; tradable fixed-
income instruments issued by financial institutions or private corporations; exchange-listed securities; marketable
instruments that are traded in an organized exchange; loans traded in an organized market; and such other tradable
investment outlets/ categories as the BSP may allow.

(b) Tradable fixed-income securities issued, underwritten, or otherwise dealt by BPI and/or any of its subsidiaries,
affiliates, their successors-in-interest or assignees, their directors, officers, stockholders, and related interest, and any
of their trust and fund managed accounts, under such terms and conditions as the Trustee may deem to be in the best
interest of the Fund.

(c) Collective investment vehicles managed by reputable fund managers the investment objectives and policies of which
are generally consistent with those of the Fund, subject to then existing BSP regulations.

(d) Bank deposits and such other investments allowed under regulations issued by the BSP.

The Fund may invest in allowed Bangko Sentral Securities Facilities (BSP-SF) as one of its approved investment
outlets. Pursuant to Section 601-Q of the Manual of Regulations for Non-Bank Financial Institutions, as amended,
participations to UITFs with exposure to BSP-SF shall be limited to Philippine individual and corporate residents

only.

Where it is deemed that the identified non-Philippine resident participants’ investments violate applicable
regulations, BPl Wealth shall immediately redeem the investment.
